(4) To promote diversity among faculty members, applicants are required to have English as their first language.

(5) Applicants with teaching or research experience at academic or research institutions outside Japan are preferred.

(6) Applicants are expected to possess adequate communication skills in Japanese or show a strong commitment to learning the language.
